Card Use in Other Countries 
 Our processing centre has recently stopped 
authorizing transactions originating in a number of 
countries including Cuba, Iran, Myanmar, North 
Korea and Sudan.  This means that cardholders 
will no longer be able to use their Global Payment 
MasterCard cards in these countries, even if the 
business accepts other MasterCard cards.  We 
apologize for any inconvenience this may cause. 
 Cardholders can continue to use their 
MasterCard credit card and Global Payment 
MasterCard to purchase travel arrangements, 
airfare, all-inclusive vacations, sightseeing tours, 
etc., prior to traveling to those countries.  
Members can plan to use other payment 
alternatives, such as traveler�s cheques or cash, 
while in these specific countries only.

 We continue to work on our conversion efforts, 
making sure that the data is clean and that this 
transition will be as seamless as possible for our 
members.  Our date has been postponed so we will 
keep you informed of the new date as soon as it is 
set.

Investments 
 If your child turns 17 in 2007 this will be your 
final chance to make a contribution to a Registered 
Education Savings Plan.  The lifetime RESP 
contribution limit for a beneficiary has increased 
from $42,000 to $50,000. 
 Withdraw up to $2,000 from your RRIF for a tax 
credit.  Individuals must be between 65 and 69 to 
benefit by the tax savings.  Taxes are withheld at 
the time of withdrawal and you claim your tax 
credit when you file your income tax.  Deadline 
dates do apply, so see us early. 
 Establish a regular contribution schedule and get 
started on your RRSP portfolio.  We can arrange a 
plan suitable for you. 
 If we can be of assistance to any of your year 
end tax planning issues, please contact us.  We are 
here to help. 
 

Loans 
◦ Now that harvest is complete are you looking to 
upgrade equipment, purchase land or apply for an 
operating loan for the upcoming year?  Make an 
appointment with the lending staff to find an 
agriculture loan that fits your needs.  
◦ Do you have payment protection on your loans?  
Contact the lending department to discuss your 
insurance options on your loans.  By adding life or 
disability payment protection to your new or 
existing loans you will be automatically entered to 
win a $3,000 travel voucher!

Protect Yourself 
 As the world continues to revolve around 
paperless transactions so does the increase in card 
purchases.  We would like all our cardholders to 
be aware of some tips on how to protect 
themselves against card fraud.  With 
MemberCards it is important that you protect your 
PIN.  When you are making a purchase, shield the 
pin pad so no one can see it.  Also, never let your 
card out of your sight when shopping and never 
share your PIN with anyone.  As far as 
MasterCards, debit or credit, some of the same 
rules apply.  When making in-store purchases 
never let the card leave your sight.   
 If you are doing online purchases please make 
sure you are confident in the sites that you 
purchase from.  Make sure that your computer has 
its firewall and antivirus protection up to date.  Do 
not share your passwords or card numbers with 
anyone and always check your monthly 
statements.  We are always here to assist you if 
problems should arise but you must do your part 
to protect yourself as well and be aware of the 
risks.
